Dear Valued Customer,  
 
As mentioned in our previous notice, due to unfavorable weather and ocean conditions, Young 
Brothers’ Tuesday Molokai/Lanai combo sailing departed from Honolulu and sailed directly to 
the Port of Kaunakakai but was unable to safely discharge cargo. The barge continued to 
Kaumalapau but due to the surge in the harbor the barge was unable to safely berth and will 
return to Honolulu. 
 
A recovery sailing is now scheduled to depart from Honolulu on Saturday, June 6, 2026, and 
arrive on Sunday, June 7, 2026.  The port of Kaumalapau will have special gate hours on 
Sunday, June 7, 2026, and Monday, June 8, 2026, from 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.  Cargo 
availability is as follows:   
 

• Dry and refrigerated straightload containers: Upon discharge  
• Refrigerated loose and palletized cargo:  Sunday, June 7, 2026, at 9:30 a.m.  
• Dry palletized cargo: Monday, June 8, 2026, at 7:30 a.m.  
• Automobiles, Roll-on Roll-off, and Dry Mixed Cargo: Upon notification  

 
Young Brothers’ facility at the port of Kaumalapau will close at 11:30 a.m. on Thursday, June 4, 
2026.  
 
After discharging cargo in Lāna‘i, the barge will continue to Kaunakakai and arrive on 
Monday, June 8, 2026, as regularly scheduled with no changes to cargo availability and 
cargo acceptance.
